The children will
learn the story by drawing story maps, retelling it and acting it out. We will look at the different
features of a finding tale and what makes a good suspense story.

Week 5: We will then innovate the story and write our own versions.

Week 6: The children will write their own finding tale based on all of the work we have done.

The children may
develop their knowledge both by asking questions, supporting their
ideas with evidence and communicating their findings.

The children will also create Mexican skull art using
different media, comparing the two for effect. They will revisit
and develop their skills when engraving an ancient Maya stela and
they will learn about Mexican artist Frida Kahlo.
